Dear Parents/Carers 
 
We have a unique opportunity to solve some of the traffic problems 
which exist around our site and that of Barrow Hall Primary School. 

As part of the new Sixth Form Build we have made a Planning 
Application to reorganise the car parking spaces at the Leisure Centre to create 

· a drop-off zone for parents to be able to drop off their children smoothly,        
efficiently, and safely 

· a new lay-by for the school buses on Lingley Green Avenue thus removing 
them from the car park 

· an additional sixty parking spaces which will remove traffic from Barrow Hall 
Lane 

The drop-off zone being created in the Leisure Centre car park could also be 
accessed by Barrow Hall Primary parents and allow for a safe passage of their 
children, via the High School to Barrow Hall Primary. 

The new facilities will speed up the dropping off and picking up of students at the 
start and end of the day and will result in less queuing for parents and less 
inconvenience for residents in the area, from what can only be described as poor, 
and sometimes, discourteous parking. 

In addition to this, we intend to implement a new Travel Plan to encourage students 
to make their way to school by alternative methods such as walking, cycling and 
making more effective use of the school buses and public transport. 

I have been in discussion with the Barrow Hall Residents Association who are 
supportive of our plans and are pressing the council to provide further improvements 
to the overall traffic situation in the Barrow Hall Lane area. 

Our joint and primary concern is to create a safe and effective system for the 
delivery and collection of children to and from school which will reduce stress levels 
for parents and for our community, caused by inadequate parking facilities and road 
conditions. 

We are working in conjunction with the Council to make sure that cycle tracks are 
completed, allowing children to travel to school without having to cross very busy 
roads.  The school is also introducing Cycling Proficiency Schemes to train students 
in safe travel on the roads. 

A joint forum meeting is being considered to bring together parents from the primary 
and high schools, residents association, school management, local councillors, 
neighbourhood police and representatives from Warrington Borough Council.  The 
purpose will be to discuss and define a mutually beneficial solution to the issues 
which have beset this area for far too long.  I will keep you informed as the plan 
develops. 

If we can all work together I am sure we can influence both the Council and all other 
interested parties to find a sustainable solution to an increasing problem.

Why would anyone want to watch the 
most hated bird in the UK? Well, just 
for starters, it is a visually striking 
bird. It is certainly not just black and 
white. Have a closer look on a sunny 
day and you will see purples, greens 
and blues. People’s attitudes to 
Magpies are often completely 
illogical. Magpies are described as 
“cruel” because they take eggs and 
sometimes chicks from other bird’s 
nests. Of course, they are simply 
trying to survive and feed their own 
young. Studies by the RSPB have 

shown no link between Magpie 
numbers and the decline of more 
popular songbird species. The 
Magpie is a highly intelligent 
omnivore. It quickly learns how to 
take advantage of new situations 
such as becoming a very efficient 
feeder on road kill. There is a good 
deal of superstition and mystery 
surrounding Magpies. My favourite 
story is that if you place a drop of 
human blood under a Magpie’s 
tongue it will begin to talk.

A TEENAGER has completed two 
three peak challenges in one 
weekend to raise funds for a good 
cause. 

Great Sankey High School pupil 
Nathan Holland completed the 
gruelling 52-mile walk of the 
Yorkshire Dale’s peaks Whernside, 
Ingleborough and Pen-y-ghent and 
raised £900 for Crosfield’s under 12 
rugby team and King’s Church, 
Great Sankey. The money will be 
split between the two. 

The 12-year-old, from Great 
Sankey, marked his dad Paul’s 40th 
birthday on September 19 by 
accompanying his father on the 
walk, which is usually completed by 
adults who are competent ramblers. 
Paul said: “It is like running a 
marathon. Nathan and I have been 
walking for two or three years, he is 
as fit as a butcher’s dog for a 12-
year-old. 

“On the drive home on Sunday he 
was asleep after about an hour into 
the journey. He was back to school 
on Monday, was in a fun run and 
after school he played for the 
school’s rugby league team.” 

Julie Holland, Nathan’s mum, said: 
“He looked tired after it and at about 
10pm on Sunday night I heard him 
talking in his sleep saying: ‘I just 

want to go to bed’.” 

She said organisers who put on 
three peak challenge events said it 
was unheard of for a year seven 
pupil to do the three-peak challenge 
twice in as many days. 

He got to the end of the 26 mile 
distance in 10 hours and 30 minutes 
when he walked with his dad. 

But on September 20, the following 
day, Nathan embarked on the 
challenge with his dad’s friends 
Danny Khan and Steve Lawrence. 
Not satisfied with his time the 
previous day, he decided to run the 
last two miles and finished the 
stretch in nine hours and 47 
minutes. 

Funds raised will be injected into 
the tour collection for rugby club, 
which Nathan plays for. The rest of 
the money will go towards moving 
King’s Church from Great Sankey 
High School’s Barrow Hall Theatre 
to its own centre. 

Nathan and his dad are now 
considering doing the three peaks 
challenge back to back and walk 
throughout the night.
